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PUPIL PREMIUM POLICY
Every child has their own individual academic and emotional needs, is valued, respected and entitled to develop to their full potential regardless of their background.

All members of staff and governors accept responsibility for ‘socially disadvantaged’ pupils and are committed to meeting their pastoral, social and academic needs within a caring environment.  This underpins the positive ethos and values of the whole school community.

Background 

The Pupil Premium is a Government initiative that targets extra money at pupils from disadvantaged backgrounds, as historical research and data shows that these pupils are more likely to underachieve compared to their less disadvantaged peers. 
This additional funding (Pupil Premium) is provided in order to support these pupils in reaching their potential.  In the past, schools received additional funding linked to the percentage of children entitled to free school meals (FSM), and Pupil Premium replaces this funding.  Pupil Premium funding is based on children who have registered for a free school meal at any point in the last 6 years, children who are looked after or adopted, children who were previously looked after and children whose parents are currently serving in the armed forces.
The aim of the Pupil Premium funding is to ‘close the gap ‘between the achievement of disadvantaged pupils and that of non-disadvantaged.

The Government are continuing to allow schools to decide how this money is used to improve pupil achievement but schools are accountable for ‘closing the gap’ and need to demonstrate that they have employed effective strategies using this funding. 
The context at Etruscan Primary School
Research shows that some pupils that come from more disadvantaged backgrounds may have lower attainment overall.  Some of the reasons for this are as follows;

· Poor attendance
· Oracy, language, vocabulary and communication (including written communication) needs
· Many families are in the early stages in learning English and may not always be proficient in their home language

· High mobility throughout the school year
· The school has a high turnover of pupils who may have been educated in a different country or have not accessed education previously
· A lack of life experiences, leading to a deficit in the child’s cultural capital
· Poverty, leading to general health issues and increased mental health issues

The expectation is that all pupils make good progress from their starting points and that any gaps in attainment are closed during the child’s time at Etruscan.
Due to the context at Etruscan, pupils often have multiple vulnerabilities including being eligible for Pupil Premium, having SEND and having English as an Additional Language (EAL).  Currently a high percentage of the pupils identified as SEN are eligible for Pupil Premium and/or have EAL.
Objectives for 2022 – 2023
Pupil Premium information is outlined in the 3 year Pupil Premium strategy which is published on the school’s website.

The Board of Governors are committed to the allocation of Pupil Premium funding to address and attempt to overcome the barriers which may prevent pupils eligible for Pupil Premium funding making good progress;

· Evidence from research and professional expertise is used to make decisions.
· Quality First Teaching strategies are used in all classes to ensure that teaching is good across the school. This helps to improve outcomes for all children but especially disadvantaged children.

· Professional development, training and support is available for all staff. 

· Behaviour and social emotional support is provided for children who may find these issues a barrier to learning. 

· Support for the language acquisition for all pupils, and in particular those for whom English is an Additional Language or are new to English, is provided.
· The progress of SEN children eligible for Pupil Premium funding is improved by ensuring that their needs are correctly assessed and specialist provision is implemented where required e.g. Special School Outreach packages.
· Interventions are evaluated across the school to ensure impact and good value for money.
· Strategies are in place to improve outcomes in mathematics

· Strategies are in place to improve comprehension skills and vocabulary acquisition.
· Strategies are in place to improve attendance for pupils eligible for Pupil Premium funding whose attendance is below 96%.
· Opportunities are provided to pupils to enhance their learning and experience of the world and their cultural capital, for example through educational visits and visitors, residential visits and a well-planned curriculum, including extra-curricular provision.
· Quality First Teaching ensures that all pupils are challenged effectively in lessons to maximise progress.

· Strategies are in place to raise awareness of and support children’s mental health and well being
The Board of Governors will ensure that the needs of pupils eligible for Pupil Premium funding are identified and addressed through the Pupil Premium provision plans and termly pupil progress meetings.

The school recognises that not all pupils who are socially disadvantaged are registered or qualify for free school meals. The Governors reserve the right to allocate the Pupil Premium funding to support any pupil or groups of pupils which the school has legitimately identified as being socially disadvantaged, for example, asylum seekers and refugees.
The range of provision

· Quality First Teaching
· Access to appropriate and well designed intervention strategies

· Access to a well-planned, rich and progressive curriculum

· Access to trips, visitors and residential visits

· Access to after school clubs

· Access to meals when required, including breakfast
· Additional support for more able pupils
Reporting 

It is the responsibility of the Pupil Premium lead and the Headteacher to produce regular reports for Governors on:

· The progress made towards narrowing the gap for socially disadvantaged pupils
· An outline of the provision for children eligible for Pupil Premium funding
· An evaluation of the cost and of the impact of the Pupil Premium strategy
The Local Governing Board of Etruscan Primary School will ensure that there is an annual statement to parents/carers published on the website on how Pupil Premium funding has been used to address the issue of ‘closing the gap’, for socially disadvantaged pupils. This will be carried out within the requirements published by the Department for Education.
Success Criteria

The evaluation of this policy is based on how effectively the school can ‘close the gap’ between socially disadvantaged and other pupils. Targets will be identified and evaluated annually as part of a three year strategy.
The success criteria for the Pupil Premium Policy are:

· Early intervention and support for socially disadvantaged children is effective.
· The vast majority of socially disadvantaged children meet their individual attainment and personal targets.

· Parents feel supported and know how to support their children.
· An effective system is in place for identifying, assessing and monitoring pupils’ attainment and progress.
· A whole-school, holistic understanding and approach towards raising attainment is in place.

· There is a positive school ethos in which pupils’ differences are recognised and valued, developing confident and independent learners.

Appeals

Any appeal in connection with the allocation of the Pupil Premium funding will be dealt with through the Local Governing Board appeals panel.
